I. Introduction

Because of various delays in collating the information from the partners and the fact that the accounts for the project year could  not be prepared until after the end of the project year (3 May – 3 May), the first year accounts, Interim Report, Second Action Plan, Table of Forecast Expenditures and the corresponding Payment Request were not sent to the EU until the end of June. The transfer of the project management to the Philippines, whilst a welcome development, caused further delays in finalising the payment for year 2. This was exacerbated by confusion at CAZS about the arrangements for providing evidence for the audit of the project accounts.

In June (6th to 23rd), the project manager visited DMMMSU in the Philippines. The main purpose of this was to participate in a workshop aimed at collating the results of the various surveys undertaken as part of the background work of the curriculum development activities and course preparation,

II. Description of Activities

Survey of past students and prospective employers (Activity 2)

This activity was completed in month two (June) as planned and a report is available on the internet at http://www.bangor.ac.uk/saiwam/Reports/Reports.htm
The new project editor has been out of the country and the project staff are awaiting his revisions to the reports.
Review of technologies (Activity 3)

The bibliography has a hyperlinked contents section and is in the process of being indexed.
